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I read with interest the account of how Nigel Offer checked his bent connecting rods (IOW report February). No doubt this 
is the best engineering method to check con rods but unfortunately many owners won't have the workshop facilities or 
equipment to carry out this check. There is a much simpler basic check that every owner should do when rebuilding an 
engine. You should lay the crankshaft flat on the bench and then fit all four con rods onto the crank, minus pistons. Then 
you slide a length of 1/2" diameter silver steel through all four little ends. The silver steel should pass through easily with 
little resistance if all the con rods are true. If there is difficulty in passing through one or more of the con rods this would 
indicate a bent rod or a big end machined out of alignment.
